Adopted by the Board of Directors
November 8, 1934

ARTICLE I
Membership

Section 1. Eligibility. Males of the age of
twenty-one years or more, and of good moral
character, who are in any manner part of the
oil and/or gas industry, shall be eligible to
membership in the Club.

ARTICLE I

Membership

Section 1. Eligibility. Males of the age of
twenty-one years or more, and of good moral
character, who are in any manner part of the
oil and/or gas industry, shall be eligible to mem-
bership in the Club.

Sec. 2. Classes of Membership. There shall be
two classes of membership:

A. Resident Voting members shall consist of
those who reside in Dallas County, Texas,
and whose principal business activity is in
the oil and gas industry.

shall be a member of the Membership Committee,
accompanied by check for the membership fee and
for the dues for the first quarter. All applications
shall forthwith be delivered by the Secretary to the

President.

ARTICLE 1

Membership

Section 1. Eligibility. Males of the age of
twenty-one years or more, and of good moral char-
acter, who are in any manner part of the oil and/or
gas industry, shall be eligible to membership in
the Club.

Sec. 2. Classes of Membership. There shall be
two classes of membership:

A. Resident Voting members shall consist of
those who reside in Dallas County, Texas, and
whose principal business activity is in the oil
and gas industry.

B. Non-resident non-voting members shall con-
gist of those who reside outside of Dallas
County, Texas, and whose principal business
activity is in the oil and gas industry.

shall be 2 member of the Membership Committee,
accompanied by check for the membership fee and
for the dues for the first quarter. All applications
shall forthwith be delivered by the Secretary to the

President.

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ARTICLE 1
Membership

Section 1. Eligibility. Males of the age of
twenty-one years or more, and of good moral char-
acter, who are in any manner part of the oil
and/or gas industry, shall be eligible to member-
ship in the Club.
